
MBUSI Contractor/Supplier Emergency Action Guideline
Should an emergency situation arise, dial “1111” from an in-house phone or (205) 507-2222 using a cellular. These numbers are used exclusively for reporting an emergency of any type (fire, medical, severe weather, chemical spill, criminal activity, etc.) MBUSI’s dispatch center is staffed 24 hours a day, 7 days a week by security personnel who once determining the nature of the emergency, will dispatch the appropriate response personnel.

In the event of a fire and an evacuation is necessary a local alarm will sound. Contractors/suppliers should use the nearest exit from an occupied area or building. Contractor/Supplier responsible for designating a fire gathering point location for their personnel and also the reporting of any head count discrepancies to the security group. 
Severe weather warnings are communicated by a plant wide alarm.

Contractor/supplier should designate a tornado shelter area for their personnel and note the location. MBUSI shelters may be utilized by contract personnel. Such use must be coordinated with the MBUSI Safety group and respective MBUSI shop management. 
Contractor /Supplier are responsible for knowing the following. 

Location of the nearest:

· Telephone
· Fire pull station
· Fire extinguisher
· Eye-body wash station
· Exit door and route taken 
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
